Amelia Earhart Fellowship Program:  Support for women of any nationality entering doctoral programs in areas of science or engineering closely related to aerospace-related science or engineering.  Recent awardees have  pursued aerospace studies from disciplines including chemistry, electrical engineering, mechnical engineering, and geophysics.  Graduating senior or alum  “registered” in an aerospace-related doctoral program (october deadline).

arena stage internship:  designed to increase participation of people of color in professional theatre.  summer internship does not include directing or technical production—and instead focuses on arts administration and community engagement.  graduating senior or alum of any nationality with arts-related experience/training, plus strong writing skills (february deadline).  
american bar foundation—summer research diversity fellowships in law and social science—research fellowships for students who will “add diversity to the field of law and social science.”  students aid in multidisciplinary research on areas such as: patterns and causes of civil litigation, the impact of civil rights law on the economic progress of minorities, the influence of family and environmental factors on juvenile delinquency, jury decision making, public interest lawyering and social reform, historical analyses of labor and regulatory law, and the role of law in struggles around racial relations and colonialism.  african american, hispanic/latino, native american, and puerto rican students are encouraged to apply.  sophomore or junior majoring in the social sciences or humanities (march deadline).  
american geological institute minority geoscience student scholarships:  funds minority undergraduates with financial need majoring in geoscience.  apparently any undergrad year (march deadline).

bunche summer institute—minority fellows program:  full support of tuition, transportation, and room and board to attend a five week, academically intensive summer program designed to simulate the graduate school experience, provide mentoring, and expand academic opportunities for african american, latino/latina, and native american  undergrads.  juniors majoring in political science  (february deadline).  
collegiate school teaching institute:  a rigorous two-week summer program designed to introduce college and graduate students of color to teaching and independent schools. program  includes a cultural component, aimed at familiarizing participants with new york city, its many independent schools, museums, libraries, music and drama productions, and other resources.  juniors, seniors (april deadline).
congressional black caucus foundation—summer program:  nine week paid internship with a congressional black caucus member—offers undergrads from across the nation an opportunity to learn about the legislative process, leadership, and team development. program runs from late may until early august, one of the busiest legislative cycles in congress. undergrads with “a demonstrated interest in the legislative and public policy processes,” any year (january deadline).  
congressional hispanic caucus institute:  fellowships to latino students to gain hands-on experience at the national level in the public policy area of their choice.  senior or alum one year from graduation (february deadline).
davies-jackson scholarship program:  Funds two years of study to complete an accelerated master’s degree (a B.A. in the British system) at St. John’s College at University of Cambridge in one of the following fields: archaeology and anthropology, classics, economics, English, geography, history, history of art,  modern and medieval languages, music, philosophy, or social and political sciences .  For students with exceptional academic records, who are among the first in their families to graduate college.  Graduating senior (November deadline).

ford foundation predoctoral fellowships for minorities:  sponsored by the ford foundation and administered by the national research council of the national academies, ford foundation diversity fellowships are designed to increase diversity of college and university faculties by increasing their ethnic and racial diversity, “maximiz[ing] the educational benefits of diversity,” and increasing number of professors who use diversity as a resource for enriching student education.  predoctoral fellowships support early doctoral study for talented ethnic minorities pursuing ph.d. in sciences, mathematics, engineering, or the humanities.
hispanic association of colleges& universities—national internship program:  paid internships in washington, d.c. and elswhere in federal agencies and privage corporations.  
Kaiser—Barbara Jordan Health Policy Scholars Program:  Brings talented African American, Latino, American Indian/Alaska Native, and Asian/Pacific Islander students to Washington, D.C., during which time scholars are placed in  congressional offices to learn first-hand how health policy is developed and implemented.  Must have experience working with programs that address racial or ethnic health disparities, or have done academic work related to health disparities.  Senior or recent graduate (december deadline).  

klausman women in business scholarship:  award to outstanding female students pursuing business degrees.  sophomore or junior women of any  nationality (march deadline).
national consortium for graduate degrees for minorities in engineering and science (gem) fellowship:  supports underrepresented minorities in obtaining ph.d. degrees in engineering and the natural and physical sciences.  stipend plus  five years full tuition at a gem  member university.  senior (october deadline).
national science foundation—women in engineering and computer information science awards:  supports graduate study in cise—apparently at the same level as the graduate research fellowship program.  senior or first year of grad school (october deadline).
smithsonian—minority internship program:  paid internships to increase participation of minority groups underrepresented in smithsonian scholarly programs, its research disciplines , and the museum field.  fields of research include history  of art, including american art,  20th century american crafts and decorative arts; social and cultural history of the united states.  undergrad or grad student (january, october deadlines).
smithsonian—native american awards program: native american community scholars awards (funded projects), native american internship awards (paid internships): project on native american subject matter that utilizes smithsonian resources, or research/ museum activities related to native american studies.  native americans at undergrad or grad level (may, september, december deadlines).
uncf•merck undergraduate science research scholarship:  awards to increase number of african americans in biomedical science education and research.  scholarship award plus two paid summer internships.   african american life or physical science major, junior (november deadline).
udall:  support for native americans/alaskans studying  . . . tribal policy.  sophomore or junior year (institutional nomination required; february deadline).

Washington Internships For Native Students (WINS):  Provides opportunity for Native American and Alaskan Native students to live in Washington, D.C., gain professional work experience through an internship, and earn academic credits. Participants intern in a federal agency or private firm, take courses on Native American public policy concerns, and “enjoy social and cultural activities.”  May participate in program up to three times.  Most internships appear related to public policy;  internship opportunities also available to students in the sciences and health sciences.
