Dreyfus Foundation Award for Student Research
Application Form
Award-Specific Guidelines

This award is designed to provide financial support for undergraduate students to spend the summer working under the guidance of a faculty member on a student scholarly/artistic project. The award is designed to support a broad range of projects in all fields of study. The goal is to give students a valuable education experience collaborating with faculty on professional research. 
The award includes compensation to the student ($2,500) provided by the Dreyfus endowment and a stipend to the faculty advisor ($500) provided by the University.

The research may be a project the student has developed on their own that has the approval of the supervising faculty member, a new project developed by both the faculty member and the student, or part of a research stream of the faculty member.  Proposals that have the potential for continued collaboration between the student and faculty member are strongly encouraged. This award is intended for projects completely and individually owned and managed by the student.

Eligibility/Requirements

1.) Undergraduate students (students enrolled in a baccalaureate degree program) in good standing in any discipline at the University of the Pacific are eligible for this award. Seniors graduating in May are not eligible for the award the summer after graduation.

2.) Each student may only receive a Dreyfus Award once during their tenure at Pacific.

3.) The student must be able to devote a minimum of 200 hours, e.g., 20 hours a week for ten weeks to this project.

4.) The student will be expected to submit a report of his/her research activities to the Faculty Research Committee by the end of the Fall semester following the summer in which the research is conducted. This report must include a supporting statement from the supervising faculty member approving the student's report and commenting on the student's performance. 

Application Instructions

Proposals descriptions for the Dreyfus Foundation Award for Student Research must be written by the student and include the following:

1.) An application form.

2.) A proposal description (typed, double-spaced in font no smaller than 12 point and not to exceed 4 pages in length) that includes the following five items:

a.) A clear statement of the purpose and significance of the proposed research project. This statement should avoid, where possible, discipline-specific jargon. It must be clearly understandable to committee members from all disciplines.  If discipline-specific language cannot be avoided, attach a list of definitions.
b.) A brief review of relevant literature to demonstrate familiarity with other research conducted on your topic.
c.) A description of your method of inquiry and a brief explanation of why this approach is appropriate for this project.  The description must outline in specific detail what you plan to do.  Do not simply describe the issues you are examining or hypotheses you are testing; clearly explain how you will conduct this investigation. If your activity involves human subjects or laboratory animals, recombinant DNA, radioactive source, highly toxic, flammable or reactive chemicals, or hazardous agents proper application must be made to the University's designated committees.  
d.) A discussion of the anticipated results and how those results will be disseminated to the academic community.
e.) A statement of the relationship of the proposed research to the student's future academic/career plans and objectives.

3.) A research time line that clearly outlines the activities to be undertaken by the student during the period covered by the award.

4.) A statement of support from the faculty member. This should identify whether the project is one that the student has developed on his/her own, a new project developed by both the faculty member and the student, or one that relates to the faculty member's ongoing research agenda.

5.) A budget form which contains details of your proposed budget (see attached forms).  Using the guidelines suggested for each category, briefly justify each expense item. Fill in only those categories for which you are requesting funds. Under budget justification, state why these expenses are a necessary part of your project and why your request should be funded at this level. Be sure to show matching or donated amounts where these are made available by your School or Department, or through other sources such as work-study grants.


Budget Guidelines:

Personnel: Detail each position, job title, salary or hourly wage rate.  Hourly wage rates for research assistants will follow the University Pay scale. The proposed rate must be justified in terms of specialized training, responsibilities, etc., required for this specific research project.  These grants may not be used to fund consultants, or services done on contract, such as auditing or evaluation.

For this award, the whole amount provided to the student can be used to  compensate for his/her time.

Equipment: This equipment should be specifically related to the proposed project. Normally the Faculty Research Committee does not support the purchase of equipment that is used in departmental instruction programs.  All equipment funded by a Dreyfus Foundation Award is the property of the University.

Supplies: Must be itemized.  Only requests that can clearly be justified as essential to the proposed research will be considered.  This does not include items normally furnished by departments (e.g. laboratory glassware, files, pencils, etc.). Also list here any supplies specific to the research which are donated.

Facilities rentals: Include the cost of facilities not available at PACIFIC, but essential for the project.  Examples include facilities such as recording studios, NMR facilities at another university, etc.

Travel costs: These costs are paid only in cases where they are related to obtaining resources related to the approved project.  They include the cost of airline tickets, mileage cost and food per diem at current rates.  (See http://www.gsa.gov)
