They are looking into updating the kiosks around campus. Neighborhood parking will be tightening due to a parking regulation that passed the Stockton City Council. The stadium is an issue; it takes up a lot of space and doesn’t get much use. There are negotiations still ongoing with Salt Lake City regarding land use for the new footbridge.
