II. Approval of Minutes

Kitty could not attend the meeting but sent an email that said: The Staff Salary Plan Committee met with Ed Garrick last month. He distributed the Compensation Survey that will go out to several local businesses, schools in our area and outside of San Joaquin County. There are a few additional names we would like added to the list of businesses and a few additional Pacific staff positions added to the survey. The committee will be meeting on a frequent basis with Ed.

Peggy also said that those people who were hired after July 1, 2004 will not receive an equity adjustment. Those promoted after July 1, 2004 are eligible for an equity adjustment. Physical Plant employees are not eligible, Public Safety employees are eligible depending on the salary grad, coaches are eligible based on their grade, grant employees are eligible if it is funded and OIT employees are eligible. Those who are above the maximum in their grade will not receive an equity adjustment. Grades 1-8 are receiving an equity adjustment, grades 9-10 are not. The adjustment for non-exempt grade 7 is zero. After the equity adjustment there will be 14 people who will be below the minimum for their grade and they will be brought up.
