E. University Facilities – Ginger Hudson

Ginger was unable to attend the meeting, but forwarded the following information.

1. Campus Master Plan – The Facilities Committee was asked to provide a final review of the 2005 Stockton Campus Master Plan and recommend it for approval to the Facility Committee of the Boards of Regents, meeting October 6th. When it is approved, Ginger will be able to share it with SAC.

2. The Committee reviewed the revised schematic design of the University Center reflecting the Master Plan recommendations and current budget projections. This will also be taken to the Board of Regents for their approval.

3. The Committee reviewed the revised schematic design of the Biology Building reflecting current budget projections and will recommend these designs to the Board of Regents. It is anticipated that we will break ground for the Biology Building next spring.

4. Security Monitoring Cameras – Public Safety is trying to incorporate into one system the proactive and reactive cameras. Proactive is having someone always watching, as reactive is watching after the fact. Of course the proactive system requires more personnel.

5. Cost of a parking ticket on campus will go up to $27.

6. There is a search committee being formed for the Director of Support Services.

H. Scholarship Committee – Lisa Cooper
