Graduate Assistantships

A limited number of graduate assistantships are awarded to    students who wish to earn tuition remission by being assigned to an ESB faculty or staff member and supporting their teaching and/or research efforts. Most awards are for 1/3 of a semester’s tuition. The actual amount of the assistantship and the number of hours to be completed will be based on the number of units registered for in a given semester. The Eberhardt Scholars MBA Assistantship is a one-half tuition graduate assistantship available for students who have a       minimum 3.25 grade point average and 600 GMAT score. 


Scholarships

The following scholarships are available to assist high-achieving Eberhardt MBA students. Each scholarship is based on merit, along with the criteria described below. Scholarship amounts vary each year and are based on a fund’s value.
Edward M. Nagel Foundation Memorial Scholarship
Award(s) are given to students who demonstrate meritorious effort in their undergraduate studies. To qualify students must have earned a 3.0 minimum overall GPA in their undergraduate coursework. A minimum 3.0 GPA is required each semester in the Eberhardt MBA Program to retain the award. This scholarship has no geographic, residency, or citizenship restrictions.
Josef Kaeslin Memorial Scholarship
Award(s) are based on the candidate’s prior demonstration of leadership and entrepreneurial qualities. Candidate must be energetic, ambitious, enthusiastic, enterprising, and self-starting. Candidate must also be an Eberhardt School alumnus, and have an undergraduate GPA of 3.0 or higher.
Credit Bureau of San Joaquin Endowed Scholarship

Award(s) are given to students who demonstrate meritorious effort at the undergraduate level and who are residents of San Joaquin County. Candidates must have been San Joaquin County residents prior to enrollment as an undergraduate.

Robert E. Ferguson MBA Endowed Scholarship

Award(s) based on the candidate’s prior demonstration of attributes found in leadership: vision, courage, discipline, initiative, integrity, and confidence. Preference will be given to students with an interest in agribusiness. Candidates must also be a Pacific alumni and from the state of California.

William G. McGowan Scholarship
Award(s) made to students who have shown leadership   potential and demonstrated entrepreneurial abilities. To qualify students must have earned a 3.0 minimum overall GPA and be recommended by the Eberhardt MBA Program Director. This scholarship is generally given to students in the final semester of the 18-month program.

Marian & George Malloy Endowed MBA Scholarship
Award(s) given to students who are academically eligible and recommended by the MBA Program Office and enrolled in the Eberhardt MBA Program.
