Eberhardt Research Fellowships

Award-Specific Guidelines

This award is designed to provide financial support for University of the Pacific faculty members on the Stockton campus to conduct a research project for at least a five-week period over the summer.  Recipients are not allowed to simultaneously teach while conducting the research project.  The award is designed to support a broad range of projects in all fields of study. The goal is to help faculty supplement their summer income while conducting research.  
Note:  All salaries are taxable.  Faculty may elect to take the salary via payroll (which is then taxed at the time it is paid); or, they may take the salary as a lump sum check through Accounts Payable – with this method, however, they will receive a 1099 the following January and will need to claim the monies as extra income.

The committee generally awards eight fellowships each year, in the amount of $3,500 each.

Faculty are encouraged to limit their requests to essential expenses.  Proposals for funding levels below the maximum are strongly encouraged.

A faculty member cannot receive an Eberhardt Research Fellowship in consecutive years.
Because of salary/benefit-related obligations incurred by the faculty member’s college, Eberhardt applications must be signed by the Chair and Dean before submitting them to Research & Graduate Studies.
