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Steve Jacobson is the Assistant Vice President for Residential Living and Dining Services at the University of the Pacific.  Overseeing an on-campus housing operation of over 2,100 students, Steve joined Pacific in 2001 as the Director of Housing.  Over the last few years, Steve’s responsibilities have grown to include oversight of Greek Affairs, Dining Services, and Crisis Management.  

Steve has served on various national and regional committees for the National Association of Student Personnel Administrators (NASPA), the Association of College and University Housing Officers – International (ACUHO-I), and the American College Personnel Association (ACPA).  He currently serves as the Secretary for the Northern California region of NASPA. Steve is an active scholar on residential learning communities and has presented at conferences on how institutions can effectively implement such programs on their campus. This award recognizes the significant contributions and commitments of a staff member to the College
