1…ARREST   FULTON & PACIFIC  110506 
Officers stopped a vehicle that was traveling north on Pacific. The vehicle was 
traveling 80 plus in a 35MPH zone. Officers learned the driver was intoxicated, 
on parole and his license was suspended for a previous drunk driving charge. 
CHP arrived to process the driver for driving under the influence. This 
intersection is a popular site for students to cross Pacific Ave.
